Japan Institute of Design Promotion (JDP) has hosted various promotion pro-
grams including the internationally recognized Good Design Award (G Mark), as
Japan's only institution dedicated to comprehensive promotion of design.

These days, when design is recognized from broader aspects such as concept,
planning and construction, following a time when design mainly meant pattern,
formation and decoration, there is increased demand for expanding domains
where design is fully utilized in society, and ways for more people to see the
advantages of good design. JDP therefore works hard on further promotion and
development of design, by cooperating with various people and entities including

companies, governments, institutions and creators from inside and outside Japan.
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JDPDEZE Core Programs and Projects
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As an international design award that succeeds the Good Design Product Selec-
tion System (or G Mark System) launched in 1957, the Good Design Award has

contributed to the development and popularization of design in society.
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JDP conducts various projects including supporting industry through design,
people-to-people exchanges, and publicizing Japanese design in collaboration

with overseas design awards and design agencies.
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JDP introduces design to society widely by running gallery spaces, holding

events such as exhibitions and seminars, and publishing content.
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JDP engages in various projects to support the utilization of design by local
governments, administrative bodies, and public institutions, as well as initia-
tives for the revitalization of local communities through design.
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JDP engages in activities for a wide range of age groups to cultivate profes-
sionals who will shoulder the domain of design to evoke people’s interest in

and understanding of design.
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JDP provides data accumulated through the Good Design Award and other

projects to society to advance an information infrastructure related to design.

For the 2022 Good Design Award, Takashi Ashitomi and Seiichi
Saito served as Chair and Vice Chair, respectively, and the set
theme was “From Cross-Interaction Toward Symphony.” In a time
when people need designs produced by various intentions of dif-
ferent people interrelate with each other beyond domains and
fields and bring significant effects and favorable harmony to soci-
ety, this year's theme expresses our aspiration to understand and
propel these trends in design.

The Judging Committee of 88 judges reviewed 5,715 entries from
Japan and abroad, and a total of 1,560 were awarded.

The 2022 Good Design Grand Award was given to Magical Da-
gashiya Tyrol-Do, which supports the development of children in
local communities by creating places for children to gather.

Since the onset of the pandemic in 2020, the Good Design Award
has proceeded with online screening and promotion of the
award. In 2022, we fully utilized live streaming, video streaming,
and owned media, as well as on-site seminars and exhibitions
along with the back-to-normal trend, in order to improve the ac-
curacy of the screening process and to facilitate multi-faceted
promotion of the award.

In addition, the Good Design New Hope Award for students and
young people was launched in 2022 in order to cultivate young

design professionals.

Focused Issues
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The awards celebration at the actual venue was held successfully
for the first time in three years since 2019, attended by many
award winners and jury members. Under the same theme of
“Change for Good.” as the GOOD DESIGN EXHIBITION, we worked
on the venue configuration to minimize waste and the active use
of recycled materials for decorations.

Focused Issues is our attempt to depict the roles and possibilities
of design through the Good Design Award. Five directors who are
also the judges of the Good Design Award set their own themes
and make recommendations based on their interpretation of
award-winning works. In collaboration with the web media “de-
signing,” it has created a new interface between the Good Design
Award and society by producing and publicizing content along
with the progress of screening process.
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During the application period, seminars and consultation sessions
regarding the application were held online, as well as face-to-face
in five locations in Japan. In addition, seminars in which judges
explained the perspective of screening were held online four
times. After the announcement of winners, we delivered report
meeting's video on the screening and made an article about it in
the media platform, “note” in order to publicize our findings from
the screening as feedback.

“GOOD DESIGN AWARD 2022,” the yearbook that includes all the
2022 award-winning works, was published in 2023.

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International Activities
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Partnerships with international design awards
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World Design Assembly (WDA) 2023
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International exchange
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JDP has been collaborating with the following overseas design
awards: Thailand's “Design Excellence Award,” India's “India
Design Mark,” Singapore's “Singapore Good Design Mark,”
Turkey's “Good Design Turkey,” and Indonesia's “Good Design
Indonesia.” In 2022, “Good Design Award Philippines” and “Good
Design Award Laos” joined the association's collaboration.
Planning of the Good Design Award Philippines and the Good
Design Award Laoswas heldinJune 2022 and March 2023
respectively, and on-site inspection visits and exchange of judges
have begun. Among the entries made by the award winners of
these collaborating overseas awards in 2022, 31 works received a
Good Design Award.

The “World Design Assembly (WDA),” the general assembly of the
World Design Organization (WDO) to which JDP belongs, is
scheduled to be held in Japan in October 2023. An executive
committee was formed in April 2022 and an administrative office
was established jointly with other WDO membersinJapan
including Japan Industrial Design Association, Chiba University,
Musashino Art University, and Tama Art University to prepare for
the assembly. In March 2023, an official website was launched.

Basedonmemorandumsofunderstandingon mutual
cooperation in design promotion with the Kingdom of Cambodia,
we held an online meeting in June 2022 to discuss our future
partnership, in collaboration with the ASEAN-Japan Centre. Prior
to the launch of Good Design Laos in October 2022, we held an
online seminar for citizens of Laos to provide alecture on
Japanese design. Attherequest of the Latin America and
Caribbean Office of the Ministry of Economy, Trade and Industry,
we exchanged views on cooperation for design promotion
policies in Colombia and conducted an on-site inspection and
research in February 2023 to seek the possibility of establishing a
design award in Colombia.

From February 27 to March 2, 2023, the award-winning objects of
the Good Design Award and the Long Life Design Award were
exhibited at “Design Shenzhen,” which was held in Shenzhen,
China.
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Media partners
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In 2022, we collaborated with local media partnersin other
countries and regions to promote the Good Design Award and
attract more entries. In cooperation with the Chinese design web
media Japan Design Station and the Taiwanese culture magazine
Sanma, we held online seminars on various themes via podcast
and released special articles about the Good Design Award in
order to publicize our activities.

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At GOOD DESIGN Marunouchi, a permanent public relations
center mainly for exhibitions, we held 18 special exhibitions in
2022, attracting about 63,000 visitors. As an attempt to discover
new designs and their players, we advertised for an exhibition
plan for the second time and selected “A better world through
displeasing design” to hold an exhibition from the end of 2022 to
the beginning of 2023, recording the largest number of visitors in
the history of the venue as a special exhibition.

The “Sansuigo Channel,” an online program that was launched in
2020 to introduce people who work on designs rooted in local
communities across Japan, invited 15 guests. We also held a
special exhibition for the creators who were featured on the
Sansuigo Channeltointroduce their works based in their

communities.

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Tokyo Midtown Design Hub, which is operated by JDP, Japan
Graphic Design Association, and Tama Art University Bureau
carried out complex events such as special exhibitions and
workshops in the gallery space, events at the International Design
Liaison Center, and “Tokyo Midtown Design Club” hosted jointly
with Tokyo Midtown.

In 2022, we held 8 special exhibitions and workshops for children,
and had about 52,000 visitors. Our original events included “Is the
future of public halls the future of design!?” which explored the
relationship between commons, social education, and design, and
the joint exhibition “University Labs Exhibition 2023” that 11
publicly offered universities across Japan participated in. In
August, as part of the annual workshop program “Kids Design
Week,” we conducted 9 programs 25 times and drew a total of
378 participants.

We published a book summarizing the contents of the exhibitions
that Great East Japan Earthquake and Good Design Awards 2011-
2021 held atin FY2021.
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International Design Liaison Center
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The International Design Liaison Center conducts programs such
as seminars related to exhibitions, promotion of projects and
design activities conducted by design institutions or educational
institutionsinJapanandoverseas,aswellasseminars,
symposiums, and workshops to support the development of
human resources in the design field. In addition, the Liaison
Center Library, a service to provide free access to design-related
books, was further strengthened in 2022 with presentation of
about 80 new books, and the library was open 108 days a year,
attracting about 5,900 visitors.
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Tokyo Midtown Design Hub Design Club
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This program provides gallery tours and talk events for people
who work or live in the Roppongi area, as well as for visitors, in
cooperation with surrounding institutions and facilities. In 2022,
there were both online and on-site events, with about 200 people
visiting the site and about 520 participating online.

We provide information via SNS and other media in order to raise
awareness of design and to increase the number of the Good
Design Award fans. In 2022, one article that introduces award-
winning objects is posted on Instagram each day and the number
of followers increased by more than 5,000 from the previous year
to over 50,000. We have more than 36,000 followers on Facebook,
and about 7,000 subscribers each on YouTube and “note” media
platform. In addition, on the chat tool Discord, we have launched
a new Good Design Award community to provide information
through multiple channels to meet users' needs.

We created an advertorial in the business media “Toyo Keizai
Online” as part of an advertising project. We published interview
articles on three 2022 Good Design Gold Award winners and
Good Focus Award winners to promote the award. In addition, as
per every year, special related advertisements on the award were
published in daily newspapers including the Asahi Shimbun,
Yomiuri Shimbun, and Nikkei.

BUSINESS DESIGN AWARD
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The Tokyo Business Design Award is a competition that was
launched in 2012 for the purpose of supporting small and medi-
um-sized companies in Tokyo to operate their businesses and de-
velop new markets. We seek companies with advanced manufac-
turing technologies or unique materials and invite designers who
have ideas for new business plans and branding, then match them
to facilitate each party's business.

In fiscal 2022, we received 17 entries from 15 companies. After se-
lecting 12 entries by screening (2 withdrew during the screening),
we called for design proposals for the entire business based on
the development of new applications, and received 84 proposals.
Among those, we provided 9 pairs of companies and designers
that were matched with opportunities to introduce design devel-
opment, including intellectual property strategies, design con-
tracts, public relations strategies, and market development.
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GOOD DESIGN KYUSHU 2022 (GDQ 2022)
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GOOD DESIGN KOBE 2022
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Cooperation for the Expo 2025 Osaka Kansai
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GOOD DESIGN Q 2022, the first official exhibition in Kyushu, was
held in January 2023 in collaboration with local institutions. The
event mainly focused on exhibiting the works of 76 businesses
that had recently won the Good Design Award and also included
public presentations by the latest award winners and lectures by
the Good Design Award juries.

We conduct projects that support Kobe City, one of the UNESCO
Design Cities, and raise citizens' awareness on design every year.
On February 22,2023,in fiscal 2022, we held alecture for
students from Rokko Island Senior High School on the theme of
recent Good Design Award-winning works.

Expo 2025 Osaka Kansai will be the first World Expo to feature
design as an official theme: “Designing Future Society for Our
Lives.” JDP is cooperating in activities such as the selection of logos
and character Vls, as well as management of the Expo Outcome
Design Committee, which was established within the Japan
Association for the 2025 World Expo. As part of this, the “Co-Design
Challenge” has been formulated to promote the involvement of
small businesses and community groups in the Expo.

Good Design New Hope Award
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“The Good Design New Hope Award” is a new design award for
students at various vocational colleges, universities, and graduate
schools who are aspiring to be creators, as well as young creators
who have just graduated or completed their studies. The program
was launched in fiscal 2022 for the purpose of facilitating the
search forpeoplewithcreativetalentandtheircareer
development by evaluating and rewarding research, assignments,
and projects regardless of actual achievements.

In the first fiscal year, we received 414 applications from all over
Japan and 91 were awarded. Of these, 8 candidates proceeded to
the final presentation screening, then one candidate was selected
forthe grand award and other seven received an award of
excellence. From January to March 2023, we organized a program
for the award winners and held several seminars and workshops.

NEW HOPE AWARD
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Establishment of an endowed graduate course at Rikkyo University
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We have conducted a total of 14 endowed courses in “Design
Management,” an MBA course at the Graduate School of Business
Administration, Rikkyo University. We offered a curriculum for
working adults that focused on lectures by managers and project
leaders of seven Good Design Award winners, as well as designers
with a track record of working with companies and governments.

Collaborative Projects with Educational Institutions
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In collaboration with the Graduate School of Project Design,
which aims to cultivate human resources who change society by
using project design, we published a series of articles on the
theme of “business design” in monthly magazine Project Design,
and introduced Good Design Award-winning designs in each is-
sue of Innovative Learning, a magazine that focuses on the educa-
tion industry. We collaborated with the Design Study Center of
Miyagi University and held “Good Design Lecture,” an exercise
course by Good Design Award winners, with Naohiro Niiyama of
TSUGI llc. from Fukui Prefecture and Daisuke Sakamoto of Office
Camp from Nara Prefecture as instructors.

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Good Design Award website renewal
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Development of designer database
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Research study
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The official website of Good Design Award has been entirely re-
newed for the first time in about nine years. With viewer-friendly
content as the cornerstone, the new website has been available
since April 2023 with an appropriate information provision struc-
ture, improved compatibility with mobile devices, and owned me-
dia “.g Good Design Journal,” which aims to make a wider range
of people interested in design.
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As part of our efforts to provide a designer database, we pro-
ceeded with establishment of the base of a data management
platform (DMP) for the entire Good Design Award business and
have continued with its development with the primary goal of
publishing a complete list of award-winning objects of all compa-
nies in our history.

To engage in social issues more actively based on research and
data gathering in the design domain, in fiscal 2022 we inter-
viewed design-related companies, groups, experts, and other
stakeholders to understand and discuss reference cases. On that
basis, we launched a project aimed at determining the organiza-
tion's philosophy and action guidelines for commercialization,
and we are currently proceeding with formation of an action plan
for fiscal 2023 and beyond.
